Brief description of the contribution made in
An Analysis of the Structure of Analysis
This article was written after I have received a request from the Editorial Board of Philosophia Reformata in 1983 to assess the current state of the epistemological discussions within the circles of reformational philosophy.

It questions the basic structure of the transcendental critique of Dooyeweerd – in its dependence upon the Gegenstand relation. The latter is shown to be a remnant of Kantian and Neo-Kantian epistemological distinctions that rendered Dooyeweerd's idea of the Gegenstand relation internally antimonic – in spite of his attempt to restore his transcendental critique in two critical articles dedicated to the initial criticism that I have articulated in my PhD. The untenability of the Gegenstand relation is shown by means of immanent criticism. Within Dooyeweerd's own account there are two conflicting options – the Gegenstand relation and the idea of the deepened logical subject-object relation. By exploring the second alternative it is developed in a form that is not subject to the same points of immanent criticism raised again the idea of the Gegenstand relation.
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
